These items are not covered by the insurance provided by JA Serbia. We strongly recommend that any valuable equipment is kept with the student companies at all times.

Registration and costs
Early bird registration

· total registration fee is 150 EUR for participants staying in double rooms or 190 EUR for those staying in single rooms

· deadline for registration is March 4th, 2011

· deadline for registration fee payment is March 18th, 2011

Full charge registration

· total registration fee is 190 EUR for participants staying in double rooms or 230 EUR for those staying in single rooms

· deadline for registration is April 1st, 2011

· deadline for registration fee payment is April 8th, 2011

What does it include? 
Full board and lodging for 2 nights (Friday – Sunday) + stand + material on Saturday, and bus transport to and from Delta City Shopping Mall. Please note: as the cost covers everything, it is not possible for you to annul one of these expenses. 
City tour is an additional of 10 Euro and it is optional. 

Cancellation Policy

Cancellation made until April 13th, 2011 qualifies for a full refund minus money transfer costs. 

Cancellation made after April 14th, 2011 does not qualify for any refund.  

Meals and drinks

All meals (from April 15th dinner – Sunday breakfast) will be provided.
Alcohol policy
Absolutely no abuse of alcohol or drugs will be tolerated.  In the event of unacceptable behavior, the offending participants will be sent home immediately at their own cost.
